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A QUESTION:- As the aim of Volleyball is quite simple; ground the ball on your opponent’s side of the court whilst keeping the ball
off the floor on your side of the net.

Why do children have to wait until they have all the skills to be able to play games?

AN ANSWER:- A group of over 40 coaches came together and decided we needed a focus on primary school aged children so that
* Children would be able to play ‘a game’ right from the start

* Coaches and Teachers would have the tools to help introduce and develop the game for children age 7 upwards.
AN APPRECIATION:- To make it look like ‘real’ volleyball takes time and lots of opportunities to play.

A PHILOSOPHY:- Volleyball players are people first and volleyball players second. Children will learn best through playing the game
with guidance, encouragement and questioning in-order to develop technical, tactical and social skills at each stage.

Have a look at Volley2s to see how children can ‘play the game’ right from their very first session and gradually progress through
their learning and experiences to what we adults think of as ‘proper volleyball’.
